1. It Is forbidden for anyone to swim without a lifeguard on site. Before
entering the water, swimmers must ensure that a lifeguard is on the chair;

2. ltis strictly forbidden to be in the pool area without a lifeguard on duty;
3.

The lifeguard Is responsible for the safety of the pool and the prevention
of accidents. Please follow his/her instructions at all times and behave In
a safe and respectable manner;

. It 1s forbidden to hold one's breath for a long period of time underwater
and/or repeatedly;

. All children 8 years of age and under, regardless of swimming ability,
must be directly supervised (within arm's reach of the water) by a
responsible person 16 years of age or older;

. Swimmers using a life jacket or swimming aid must be accompanied In
the water and supervised by a person 16 years of age or older;

7. Pushing or shoving iIs prohibited in the pool and on
the dECk;

. Swim lanes are designed to accommodate more than one person. Please
ask the lifeguard for etiquette regarding swimming in a circle;

. Spectators must remain in the spectator gallery area;
10. Only water shoes or sandals are permitted on the pool deck;

11. No diving in the shallow end of the pool. To jump, you must be between
the edge of the pool and the blue line;

. No glass containers, food, beverages, or gum may be brought into
the pool area. Only water bottles are permitted;
